Removal

2. Depower the SRS .
Refer to: Supplemental Restraint System (SRS) Depowering (5601-20B Supplemental Restraint System, General
Procedures).

3. Release the clips and remove the hard top flip latch bolt cover.
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4. Remove the screws and the upper rail front trim panel.
Torque: 28 Ib.in (3.2 Nm)
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5. Release the tabs and the clip and position the A-pillar trim panel cover aside.
Use the General Equipment: Interior Trim Remover
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Remove the A-pillar trim panel cover.
1. Remove the A-pillar trim panel cover tether clip screw.
Torque: 28 Ib.in (3.2 Nm)

2. Release the A-pillar trim panel cover tether clip from the A-pillar trim panel cover.
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' Position the side curtain airbag aside.
1. Remove the bolt.
Torque: 80 Ib.in (9 Nm)

2. Remove the bolt.
Torque: 80 Ib.in (9 Nm)

3. Lift upward and outward on the side curtain airbag tether clip and position aside.
4. Release the side curtain airbag pin-type retainer.
Use the General Equipment: Interior Trim Remover
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Remove the sun visor.
1. Position the sun visor screw cover aside.
2. Remove the sun visor screw.
3. Release the sun visor from the roof.
4. If equipped.
Disconnect the sun visor electrical connector.
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9. Remove the screws and the instrument panel grab handle.
Torque: 42 Ib.in (4.8 Nm)
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10. Release the clips and remove the cowl side trim panel.

Remove the A-pillar trim panel.
1. Release the clips and the upper tab.
Use the General Equipment: Interior Trim Remover
2. Lift upward and outward on the A-pillar trim panel and disconnect the lower tabs.
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Installation

1. To install, reverse the removal procedure.

2. Repower the SRS .
